
  REMINDERS ABOUT POLICIES OF THE W.O.A. OF SECTION FIVE & NYSWOA(updated 2-3-21)
1. ASSIGNMENTS  

A WOA official is allowed to work only ONE high school or college dual meet or tournament per day unless there is an emergency.  The penalty for an official who violates this WOA rule is that he forfeits the higher fee to the WOA and failure to pay the fine will result in his forfeiting his right to officiate on the varsity level during the next season. It is very possible the WOA Assignment Coordinator may assign more than two duals in a dual meet tournament because of a shortage of officials on that day. If you are asked to work more than the accepted WOA maximum, you should “cover yourself” by immediately contacting the Assignment Coordinator (or WOA Secretary or WOA President).  It would be a good idea to leave messages if you cannot speak directly to anyone. ALL ASSIGNMENTS WILL BE ON REFVIEW. WOA will not be using Arbiter. Never send your own substitute or trade assignments without the Assignment Coordinator’s approval.
Re-Assignments or New Assignments –(Note: If there is any change to the procedure, Russ will notify you.)
a). Try not to turn back assignments at the last minute. 

· Monroe County reassignments at all levels (Varsity, JV, Modified) will be handled by Mike Giagios (585-247-4345) who was appointed by the Monroe County League to do this.  Call him with any turn backs or questions about Monroe County assignments. Be sure to copy Russ Tronolone

In the event it is a last minute (week or less) re-assignment, the official will be contacted directly in 
addition to the posting on Refview.   Please check your e-mail DAILY for new assignments or 
changes to your  existing assignments.  This will help save time and phone calls.
4.  In the event of bad weather, the official should call the school to check on postponement. It would be a good idea to check with the Assignment Coordinator if you cannot get through to the school. You should verify that a match has been cancelled even if you hear on the radio that school has been closed because there have been errors in radio announcements and some matches have taken place even when a school has been closed. You should talk to the coach or Athletic Director or contact the WOA Assignment Coordinator if they can't be reached. Failure to follow this procedure could result in penalties as stated in By-Laws.

5. AVAILABILITY

6. STARTING TIMES
Submit a "Late Start" form to F. Marotta for any contest starting 10 minutes or more after  scheduled starting time on the schedule.  Warm ups, introductions, etc. should be completed prior to that time.

7. INJURY FORMS
Use good judgment. Definitely submit one whenever a match is ended because of a serious injury. Complete the form thoroughly and send it to F. Marotta IMMEDIATELY.  The secretary is required to submit those forms to the insurance company within 7 days of the injury or they may not honor future liability claims.  

8. FEES 

You should have a copy of the contract. Officials will receive a flat fee for dual meets. Tournament bout fees and payment for exhibitions are established by contract. Compensation for exhibition matches only when normal number of matches have been officiated (maximum of 6 beyond normal number). (Example: If there are 6 forfeits and 6 exhibitions, there is no charge for the exhibitions.) There is no payment for mileage
9. NYSWOA By-laws, Article III 

    a. For safety reasons, no visible jewelry shall be worn except a wedding band, medical ID or a 

        timing device.

    b. The authorized NYSWOA, Inc. officials patch shall be worn on the shirt on the left sleeve 

        with the top 1” from the shoulder seam. (WOA patch on right sleeve) An American flag 
        patch, approximately 2 ¼  “ by 3 ½ “ in size, shall be worn on the center back of the shirt, with 
        the top of the patch 1” to 2” from the collar seam.  No other emblems, patches, numbers, etc, 
        are permitted as part of our on the officiating uniform unless specifically authorized by the 
        NYSWOA, Inc. Executive Committee.

10. ASSIGNMENT ASSESSMENT (WOA Bylaw)
Each official will pay to the WOA $2.00 per assignment at any level of wrestling. An assignment is: 

1) an individual dual meet at the Varsity or JV level

2) a Modified assignment 

3) each dual meet in a Varsity or JV dual meet tournament

4) each day of a Varsity or JV tournament ($4 if you work both days of a 2 day tournament)

Each official will receive an invoice listing the total number of assignments worked during the season based on the data obtained from Refview.

12.  Non School Assignments (Pee Wee, Nyway, etc.) at any time during the year

The WOA Secretary will prepare and issue a non-school roster with names of officials who are interested in those assignments.  Leo Rhodes and Charles Dove have been appointed to serve as Non-School Assignment Coordinators (NSAC).  A club or coach may request that a NSAC assign officials and only officials from that roster will be contacted and assigned. It is not the purpose or requirement of the NSAC to make all assignments. A coach or club may contact officials directly. Officials are not obligated to go through the NSAC in order to get assignments. In any case, the official who gets a non-school assignment must inform the NSAC and the NSAC must keep a record of the assignment so that the official is covered by liability insurance.
